I. INTRODUCTION

All the text should be in Times New Roman size 10.
II. Paper Length
The overall length of the paper, including illustrations, tables, and references, is limited to 4 pages. 
III. Procedure for Paper Submission

A. Paper Submission
Submit your manuscript electronically for review in this paper format. You can log into the easy chair account, and submit the paper.
B. Figures

To insert images in Word, position the cursor at the insertion point and either use Insert | Picture | From File or copy the image to the Windows clipboard and then Edit | Paste Special | Picture (with “Float over text” unchecked).

IV. MATH 
Use Microsoft Equation Editor for writing equations.
V. Helpful Hints

A. Figures and Tables

Large figures and tables may span both columns. Place figure captions below the figures; place table titles above the tables. If your figure has two parts, include the labels “(a)” and “(b)” as part of the artwork. Please verify that the figures and tables you mention in the text actually exist. Use the abbreviation “Fig.” even at the beginning of a sentence. Do not abbreviate “Table.” 
B. References

Number citations consecutively in square brackets [1]. The sentence punctuation follows the brackets [2]. Multiple references [2], [3] are each numbered with separate brackets [1]–[3].
Please note that the references at the end of this document are in the preferred referencing style. Give all authors’ names; do not use “et al”. 
C. Abbreviations and Acronyms

Define abbreviations and acronyms the first time they are used in the text, even after they have already been defined in the abstract.
D. Equations

Number equations consecutively with equation numbers in parentheses flush with the right margin, as in (1). Use the equation editor to create the equation. 
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E. Other Recommendations

Use one space after periods and colons. Hyphenate complex modifiers: “zero-field-cooled magnetization.” Maintain the same margins as in this template.
VI. Conclusion

A conclusion may review the main points of the paper, do not replicate the abstract as the conclusion. A conclusion might elaborate on the importance of the work or suggest applications and extensions.
